DIRECTIONS TO HEMPFIELD PERFORMING ARTS CENTER 

 
From York County:  
Route 30 East 
Mountville Exit. At  top of ramp turn left 
You are on Stony Battery Road 
In approximately 1 ½ miles cross Rte 23/Marietta Pike 
Proceed straight across Rte 23/Marietta Pike on Stony Battery 
Proceed  ¾ mile to Church Street (traffic light).  Turn right. 
Proceed 1 ¾ miles on Church Street. (traffic light) Turn left 
You will be on Kauffman Road. The HPAC will be on your right. 
Parking will be on both sides of the road. Handicap Parking on the 
right. 
 
**  Note: Folks from southern York County consider coming to York 
to get on Rte 30 to avoid going through Lancaster City 
  
From Chester County: 
Route 30 West. 
Pass Park City Mall, Rhorerstown and Centerville exits. 
Exit at Mountville Exit. Turn right at the top of the ramp on to Stony 
Battery.   Follow direction above (From York County) 
 
From points North 
Approach Lancaster on Rte 222. 
Bear right at Rte 30 West and follow directions above. 
 
Lancaster Residents 
Might want to drive west on Harrisburg Pike to Landisville 
Turn left onto Church St (traffic light, Turkey Hill Minit Mart) 
Proceed to traffic light (3 blocks), Turn right on to Kauffman Rd.
